CASE SUMMARY

On the night of 25 AUG 1967, a Douglas Skywarrior RA-3B photo-recon aircraft Bureau # 144835, call sign
Quiz Show Zero-Niner, lifted off from Cubi Point, Pl, to fly a night reconnaissance mission over North
Vietnam. On board the aircraft was the pilot, CDR Edward James Jacobs Jr, the photo navigator LTJG James
J. Zavocky, and the photo crewman ADJ2 Ronald BoisClaire. As they neared the coastline of North Vietnam

all contact was lost. A SAR mission was conducted with negative results and the crew was declared KIA/BNR

five days later. The DPAA classified this case and all three men as non-recoverable.

Extensive research is being conducted, however, by family members on this case, to include reviewing files
in the Library of Congress, USN records , tracking down and interviewing members of the squadron,
reviewing maps and flight operations, and information that has been translated from Vietnamese
documents and other media.

The crew was part of VAP-62 (Heavy Photographic Squadron), based in Jacksonville, FL. They had been sent
on temporary duty to VAP-61, based in Agana, Guam, in April of 1967. The crew flew missions out of Don
Muang Royal Thai Air Force Base in Bangkok, Thailand, NAS Cubi Point and NAS Agana.

The area of loss was near an island named Hon Me. This was the sight of a NVA Anti-Aircraft battery during
the war operated by the 57th Regiment. The NVA claimed to have shot down over two dozen US aircraft
around Hon Me island.

There is much more to look into with this case, as well as with the other 1581 missing an unaccounted for
Americans. There are multiple missing air crews near Hon Me and no underwater missions have been
launched. Just recently, the remains of CDR Paul Charvet, USN (REFNO 0628) were recovered from Hon Me
by a unilateral Vietnamese team.

The family will continue to search for the crew of Quiz Show 09 until all possible leads have been
exhausted.
